Tri Delta Transit made a third move of participating in Free Fare September.  Fares are free all month long on 

Fixed Route, Paratransit, and Tri MyRide.  “Tri Delta Transit wants to thank riders for their support, and to 

celebrate the return to riding transit,” says CEO Jeanne Krieg.  “Tri Delta Transit connects you to the people, 

places and things that you love both locally and throughout the Bay Area.”  Transit agencies like WestCAT and 

County Connection are free as well and BART is 50% off.   

 

Tri Delta Transit provides over 2,500,000 trips each year to a population of over 315,000 residents in the 225 

square miles of Eastern Contra Costa County. They currently operate 15 local bus routes Monday – Friday,  

4 local bus routes on weekends, on-demand ride share service Tri MyRide, and door-to-door bus service for 

senior citizens and people with disabilities.
